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English lesson – KS2

 SS Freshspring persuasive leaflet

English National Curriculum objectives (KS2):

Year 3 and 4

· plan their writing by: discussing writing similar to that which they are planning to write in order to understand and learn from its structure, vocabulary and grammar, discussing and recording ideas

	Lesson sequence

	Resources required

	Hook:

Show the children a range of persuasive leaflets about attractions in the local area (these can be collected from large stores e.g. tesco/morrisons/asda, usually near the entrances and exits). What are these? What is their purpose? Who is their audience?
Encourage the children to focus on the features of the leaflets (headings, slogans, sub-headings, informal fact boxes, maps, bullet pointed information etc) and on the persuasive language they notice in the leaflets (repetition, exaggeration, power of 3, alliteration etc). 

What features do you notice? How does the writer persuade the reader to visit the attractions? What techniques do they use?

	Persuasive leaflets 

	Main input:

Show the children a picture of SS Freshspring. Explain that today, the children will write a persuasive leaflet encouraging visitors to the area to visit the ship. What do we already know about the ship?
Gathering information: 

Spend some time gathering information about SS Freshspring. If a visit to the ship has been conducted, this task could involve the children sketching SS Freshspring in the middle of the page and writing down as much information as they can about the ship all around it.

If a visit to the ship has not been conducted, the children will need some time to research and find out about the ship. This could be done as a carousel activity, with each table showing some different information about the ship (one table with laptops, one table with photos of the ship, one table with information about the history of the ship and one table about the layout of the ship).  The SS Freshspring website is great for information about the ship: https://www.ssfreshspring.co.uk/
Once information about the ship has been gathered, this should be shared as a class to enable to children to add to their knowledge base. Which features of the ship will attract visitors the most? Does the ship has a USP? What will visitors find particularly interesting about the ship?
Planning:

Give the children a planning sheet for their persuasive leaflets. What do you notice about the planning sheet? How will our writing be organised (heading and slogan, sub-headings, informal fact boxes)?
Discuss as a class what would make a successful slogan for SS Freshspring. Consider alliteration, making the slogan short and snappy, making the slogan memorable. Children to record their slogans on their planning sheets.
Support the children in planning their persuasive leaflets by modelling a plan on the board. Model choosing 3 key sub-headings and organizing information under each sub-heading.

Children to complete their planning sheets.

Modelling writing:

Once the children have finished their plans, give the children plain A4 paper/leaflet templates to create their persuasive leaflets on. How could we present our leaflet? Where in the leaflet might each sub-heading go? Spend some time exploring different ways the children might present their leaflet. This should include considering space for pictures and captions/maps/ bullet-pointed key visitor information.
Model beginning to create the persuasive leaflet on the board. Focus on including persuasive techniques and clearly presenting the content of the leaflet


	Laptops/information about SS Freshspring
Planning sheets

Plain A4 paper to create leaflets (leaflet template could be used if preferred)



	Task:
Children to use plain A4 paper/leaflet templates to create their persuasive leaflets. Children to focus on including persuasive techniques in their writing and presenting the content of the leaflet carefully.
Challenge: children to use a range of persuasive techniques to engage the reader and encourage them to visit SS Freshspring. These might include repetition, exaggeration, power of 3, alliteration etc.

	

	Plenary:
Children to share their persuasive leaflets with their partners and peer-assess each other’s learning. How was your partner successful? What could they do to improve their writing next time?

	


The aim of this lesson is for the children to create a persuasive leaflet to encourage tourists to visit SS Freshspring. The children will need to initially conduct some research about SS Freshspring and record their ideas, before planning and creating a final copy of their persuasive leaflet. 





This lesson plan could be completed as part of a topic around SS Freshspring or could be extended into a series of English lessons. There are separate parts to the plan which could be separated into separate, shorter lessons if required.
